Registered Instructor Policy One Person, One Band: Grade IV bands Any WUSPBA band may register, for the competition season, one piping instructor and one drumming instructor from within the WUSPBA who is also registered with another, higher-graded WUSPBA band. Upon registering a player as instructor, a band shall provide documentation of the instructor’s primary band membership and contact information for the instructor. The instructor(s) shall not be permitted to make up the minimum number of pipers or drummers required for Grade IV competition within the grade of the band registering the instructor(s) as such. A higher grade band may have more than one piper or drummer who serve as instructors of Grade IV bands of lower grades. A player may register as an instructor for only one band per grade. (Takes effect 90 days from the AGM, on May 5, 2006.)

iii.) Juvenile Bands: Members of juvenile bands may be registered with, and compete with, a standard graded band as well as their own juvenile band. At competitions where both standard grade events and juvenile-only events are offered, members of the juvenile bands may also compete with their standard grade band.
